3. Remember That the ____________________ to Freedom Is Bondage and Spiritual Death 
Galatians 5:1  DEATH CYCLE  - Free from Sin but no longer living free from sin.  You choose the yoke of 

bondage.  The Holy Spirit is grieved and hindered by the presence of unconfessed sin in your life.  Where the 
Spirit is not, there is not liberty.  LIFE CYCLE - Free from sin and living free from sin.  Where the Spirit of the Lord 

is, there is freedom!  Due to a lack of sin, you experience more of the presence of the Holy Spirit in your life, 
hence more freedom! 

CHRIST JESUS CAN BREAK THE DEATH CYCLE IF YOU CONFESS YOUR SINS  1 John 1:9
