Jesus is the light of the world. He fills us with light and we are to let our lights shine. Just like the lampstand in
Exodus, our main job is to keep shining the light on the Bread of Life, which is Christ Jesus.
To use our light to highlight the goodness of God and reveal God’s Son, so that the world can see,
understand, and know Jesus.

Spotlight Jesus
The church, as the lampstands, primary purpose is not to shine a light on everything, but to focus and keep shining a
spotlight on Christ Jesus. Our light should be concentrated on showing others who Jesus is.
John 12:32-36 And I, when | am lifted up from the earth, will draw all people to myself.” / Romans 10:13-14

Is Jesus saying, “Who moved the lampstand?”
When the lampstand is moved, our influence is weakened. It makes it harder for people to see the light.
