I believe in a “Pre-Tribulation Rapture” because in the 
church age Revelation 1-3 the church is mentioned 18 times, and after Revelation 4:1 
we don’t see the word church mentioned again.  Revelation 4:1 
 

The _______________. 
The Tribulation is a 7-year event.  In the first 3 ½ years the Antichrist is going to rise 
to a place of prominence.  He will bring peace to the Middle East and make everyone 
happy.  He will somehow be able to explain away the rapture and those that remain 
will revere and almost worship him. 
 

Twenty-One Judgements are released during Seven Years of Tribulation. 

• The Seven Seal Judgements     (Rev 6) Starts bad and gets worse. 

• The Seven Trumpet Judgements  Each  increasingly worse. 

• The Seven Bowl Judgements Last 3 ½ yrs., The Great Tribulation. 
 

The Seal Judgements  John saw a sealed scroll in heaven and Jesus the 

sacrificed Lamb of God, is the only one who is worthy and able to break the Seven 
Seals which release Seven Judgements on the earth. 
 

1st Seal:  (1st of Four Horsemen) 
The White Horse ridden by a conqueror bringing ______  _____. 
 

2nd Seal: 
The Fiery Red Horse that moves Peace on the earth bringing _____  ____. 
 

3rd Seal:  The Black Horse brings ________. A loaf of bread costs a day’s 
wages.

5th Seal:  The Cry of the _________ 
Avenge our blood. Jesus said, wait a little longer, more to come.

3rd Trumpet – 1/3 Earth’s ______  _______ 
turned bitter killing many. 
 

4th Trumpet – ____, ______, _______ - 1/3 of the day without light, 1/3 of 
the night without light. 
 

5th Trumpet - Demonic ________ don’t kill but _________ the __________ 
for five months to the point where they wish they could die but can’t. 
God’s limitation of five months is an act of mercy, a stern warning, and 
opportunity for people to repent. 
 

6th Trumpet – Four Angels with 200 million mounted troops destroy 1/3 of 
__________.  You would think the rest of the world WOULD REPENT!  They 
didn’t repent… Revelation 9:20   
 

The Two Witnesses  During the first 3 ½ years of tribulation, in Revelation 11, we 

see the two witnesses that prophesy and after that time they expose the anti-Christ 
for who he really is. Revelation 11:7 Their bodies will lay in the streets for 3 ½ days 
and the world will gloat over them and then God will raise them from the dead and the 
whole world will see it. 
 

The Antichrist (The Beast Out of the Sea) and The Great Tribulation 
The last 3 ½ years will be a horrible time on the earth when three evil characters 
show their true colors. 
A Satanic Trinity…The Dragon – Satan / The Antichrist / The False Prophet.  Daniel 
9:27 (TLB) / 2 Thessalonians 2:4  
 

The False Prophet (The Beast out of the Land.) 
He performs miraculous counterfeit signs; he is empowered to work on behalf of the 
Antichrist.  He deceives the earth.  He sets up an image of the Antichrist in the Jewish 
temple and all who refused to worship the image was killed. He gets so evil that he 
demands people to take his mark of ownership upon their heads or forearms, the 
mark of the beast, 666, or they will be killed. Revelation 13:16-17 (NLT)

Bowl Five – ____________ upon the throne of the Beast. 
Revelation 16:9-11  
 

Bowl Six – The Great ____________ River Dries Up.  This is in preparation 
for the battle of Armageddon.  Evil spirits go out from the mouth of the 
dragon, the antichrist, and the false prophet to deceive the nations and 
gather them together for battle against God! 
 

Bowl Seven – Severe ______________, lightning, thunder, and hail.

This is where Jesus not only comes down halfway like in the rapture, but Jesus 
comes to the Planet Earth!  Jesus comes on a White Horse with an army from heaven 
and all of us who are already in heaven at this time will come with Him.

Jesus comes like a kinsman redeemer for you and me! 
 

Armageddon The final war will take place in a valley called Armageddon and with

19:11-16  The Antichrist and False Prophet are thrown alive into the fiery lake of 
burning sulfur (Rev. 19:20).
