• Abraham spoke his blessing to his son Isaac.  Isaac spoke a blessing to his son Jacob.  Jacob gave a 
verbal blessing to his twelve sons.  Jesus spoke blessings upon children and His followers.  He was 
speaking as he ascended to heaven.
